Fiction unit: Stories from other Cultures. Plan and write a new story based on an African tale. Orally retell stories using props. Write own versions of moral tales.


Poetry: Study of African-themed performance poetry.





Mathematics


Including:


Place value, ordering, estimating, rounding, addition, subtraction, money problems, ‘real life’ problems, measures, shape and space and reasoning about shapes.


Counting, properties of numbers, reasoning about numbers, multiplication and division, mental calculation strategies, money problems, ‘real life’ problems, time and data handling.


NB: children will be regularly tested on their times-tables.





Music


Experience & understand the differences between pulse & rhythm through games. Learning, memorising & using a selection of the rhymes & songs, children will gain clear & practical understanding & demonstrate understanding through improvising & composing.
